Say the Magic Words

Job Search Abraca-Checklist
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Name & Contact
The name is first and last. No initials. Having a phone,
email, custom LinkedIn URL, and city/state would be
best. Use the closest primary metro name versus
small towns.

Summary
This piece is missing in most resumes we see. This is
your secret potion and will make you stand out. This
is not an objective. Objectives are out of date. This is
to let the hiring manager know why they should hire
you. Always write in the third person, and keep it
concise.

Experience
Active voice is essential. Pay attention to the tense.
Be sure to include a month and year in your
durations. Give one overview sentence with 3-5
achievement-based bullets.

Education
Start with your most recent degree awarded. If you
have post-secondary education, leave off your high
school achievements. You want to put the university,
your degree, emphasis, if applicable, and the year you
graduated. You don't need to put the month or
duration attended.

Skills & Tools
These are a listing of your most relevant and recent
skills. Avoid innate attributes, but instead, use what
you've gained professionally.

Leave Off
You don't need to put references on the resume. Skip
accomplishments, volunteer work, affiliations, or
organizational participation over three years old. If
you've been out of college for a bit, it's probably time
to remove your sorority.

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Accent Colors
You can use accent colors minimally. You can
highlight your job title or your name with an accent
color. Choose appropriate colors, like blue or gray.
Avoid lime greens, hot pinks, or vibrant purples.

Review
Always get three sets of eyes on your résumé to
review. Typos are almost always a dealbreaker.

Doc vs. PDF
We recommend always sending a PDF when applying
to jobs because you need help controlling what the
hiring manager will see when they open the Doc.

Page Count
As a general rule of thumb, stick to one page for
under ten years of experience and two pages for
more than ten years.

Font
Please use a font of at most 10 pt because it will take
much work for the hiring manager to read.

Spacing & Margins
Space out your sections and use white space to avoid
crowding. Set your margins to at least 0.5" so that
when the hiring manager prints, it doesn't cut off.
